e Vi1+ing--- Do+ing=doing, Go+ing=going, Sleep+ing= Sleeping
e Add s/es when the subject is third person singular (He/She/It) in simple tense.
e V3 s the third form of a verb like gone, called, completed, forgotten, born, lied, seen etc.
