The word tense denotes the time and tense of a verb indicates the time of an event, or action taking
place. Tenses are used to express different times. That the work or an action may have occurred in
the past or may occur in present or future.

Three types of Tenses

There are basically 3 types of tenses—

1. Pasttense
2. Present tense
3. Future tense.

Tense of a verb does not show only the time of an action alone but It shows the state of that action
too. If you want to know that when the particular action has been done you have to know the
subdivisions of tenses.

Tenses are subdivided into Four heads

1. Simple or Indefinite tense
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2. Continuous or Progressive tense
3. Perfect tense
4. Perfect continuous tense

The simple present tense is used when an action happens every day, every week, or every month or
continually in present it may be our habitual action, any general truth or what is happening. (in
exclamatory sentences only).

Irregular Action- Earthquake comes in japan.
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Habits- He Smokes.

Universal truth- Water boils at 100 degree temperature.
