Prefix are the letters or a set of words that are added before a word to make a
new word. Therefore, it always have same meanings whatever the base is
added.

For example:-
Prefix is '-re'

® Reappear means "to appear again"
® Reconstruction means "to reconstruct again"
® Rebuild means "to build again"
